From an estate dating back to 1502, this is an ourstanding example 
of the Tokaj regions ability to create world class wines. Aromas 
of citrus, elderflower, linden blossom and fresh tropical fruit notes, 
along with elegant minerality and acidity. The residual sugar and the 
refreshing acidity give an excellent balance.

On a 14 hectare plot on the hills overlooking the town of Deveze, 
grapes are harvested and fermented slowly for 20 days before 
arresting with a small quantity of grape spirit and aged 1 year 
in vats. Fresher and brighter than most dessert reds with cherry, 
strawberry and sweet liquorice notes.
